Dopustite da vam se obratim rijecima nade za mir i svjetski napredak te da izrazim svoj apel o nuznosti promjene
s obzirom na ozbiljnost situacije u kojoj se ¢ovjecanstvo danasnjice nalazi. Naime, ne mozemo biti zadovoljni postignu-
tom situacijom i kretanjima vezanima za stanje ¢ovjecanstva i za nase odgovore na danasnje teme u vezi s ljudskimg
razvojem. Zbog toga je moje ¢vrsto vjerovanje da je takva promjena nasa duznost prema ¢ovjecanstvu, prema ovom
planetu i buducim narastajima.

Nalazi stru¢njaka u podru¢ju postizanja nekih od Ciljeva tisu¢ljec¢a zastrasujuci su. Neimastina u svijetu se ne
smanjuje, vec se zapravo povecava. Vise od milijarde ljudi Zivi ispod granice apsolutnog siromastva. Mogucnost pristupa
zemalja u razvoju bogatim i razvijenim trzistima kao i njihov pristup financijskim institucijama, novim tehnologijama ili
lijekovima i dalje je sprijecen ili uvelike znatno ogranicen. Globalni trzisni odnosi takoder su nepravedni. Pritisci poljo-
privredne politike, osobito oni razvijenih zemalja, takvi su da doslovce razaraju poljoprivredu zemalja u razvoju. Kao $to
prorac¢uni Oxfama pokazuju, poboljsanje mogucnosti pristupa svjetskim trzistima od samo jedan posto u Africi, Isto¢noj
Aziji, Juznoj Aziji i Latinskoj Americi iz neimastine bi moglo spasiti 128 milijuna ljudi.

Financijski odnosi su iznimno nepravedni. Danasnje zemlje u razvoju pla¢aju ogromne svote novca samo da bi
pokrile kamatu na glavnicu duga. Vecina novca iz tih dugovanja nikada nije bila iskoristena za dobrobit ljudi i zbog
toga je svaki takav dug svrstan u definiciju nezakonitog ili “mrskog” duga. Oni koji novac pozajmljuju znaju vrlo dobro
da su pozajmljivali korumpiranoj vlasti i da tako ne mogu pomodi ljudima da izadu iz teSkoca. Vracanje takvih dugova
siromasne je zemlje ucinilo jos siromasnijima.

No, ne bismo trebali ni poricati da su u proslim mjesecima i godinama ucinjeni neki vazni napori. Nedavni otpis
multilateralnog duga najsiromasnijim zemljama svijeta je dobrodosao, no nije dostatan. Brojnim bi zemljama koje se
bore postici Ciljeve tisucljeca trebalo otpisati dug bez bilo kakvih daljnjih uvjeta.

Sluzbena pomoc¢ za razvoj dolazi iznimno sporo. Dok pozdravljamo nedavni sporazum o povecanju pomodi
do 2010. godine, moramo biti svjesni da se takva namjera prvi put pojavila jo§ 1970, ali nije bila ispostovana sve do
danasnjih dana. U nedavnim se godinama pojavilo nekoliko inovativnih prijedloga s ciljem povecanja razvojnih fondo-
va. Ipak, niti jedan od njih nije se probio kroz inerciju financijskih institucija. Potpuno je jasno da uz postojece financijske
instrumente ne mozemo ocekivati ikakve pozitivne proboje.

Siromastvo nije jedina opasnost koja opterecuje svijet. UgroZeno je samo nade postojanje na svijetu. Zelio bih
skrenuti pozornost na klimatske promjene, na atmosfersko zagrijavanje. Cini se da ¢e se medu znanstvenicima pojaviti
koncenzus o tome da svake godine svjedoc¢imo sve ve¢em broju katastrofalnih dogadaja povezanih s globalnim zagri-
javanjem: uragani, poplave i suse. Primjeri iz tog podrucja ljudskog Zivota vjerojatno najslikovitije i svakome najjasnije
pokazuju da smo na ovoj Zemlji u biti svi povezani i medusobno ovisni. Stoga moramo raditi zajedno u svijetu da bismo
pronasli ucinkovitija i odlu¢nija rjeSenja, te pridonositi podizanju opce svijesti ljudi, a osobito one politicara.

Nepostojane bismo cinjenice mogli dovijeka nabrajati. Posljedice svijeta bez ravnoteze postaju sve katastrofal-
nije. Globalne neravnoteze se povecavaju i sada su na najvisoj razini u povijesti ¢covjecanstva. Stoga je iluzorno ocekivati
da ce, ako se takav trend nastavi, svijet biti uravnotezen, da nece biti ratova, terorizma, korupcije i kriminala najbrutal-
nijih razmjera.

Edukacija prosvijecenih poslovnih lidera na Zapadu

u vremenu Kali Juge

Prije Cetiri godine jedna prestizna skandinavska poslovna $kola odrzala je studentsku
konferenciju i anketirala studente o tome $to je najbitnije za dobrog lidera. Od svih oso-
bina, moralnost je bila na zadnjem mjestu. Te iste godine odrZana je prestizna konferen-
cija Ekonomskog Foruma u Davosu, gdje su zakljucci bili upravo suprotni — ekonomskoj
realnosti nedostaju moralni lideri. Bila sam Sokirana rezultatima te ankete i ¢injenicom da
moji kolege studenti smatraju moralnost nebitnom za lidera. Medutim, vedi Sok bila mi je
¢injenica da profesori, koji su iskoristili rezultate za objavljivanje stru¢nog ¢lanka, nisu sma-
trali alarmantnim takve stavove bududih poslovnih lidera.

Znanstvena istrazivanja rekla bi da je razlog takvih stavova kod studenata poslovnih
Skola njihovo neiskustvo ili naprosto sklonost takvom sumnjivom moralnom ponasanju.
Medutim, zanemarujemo cinjenicu da jos uvijek mnogi predavaci smatraju da se eti¢nost
ne moze i ne treba uciti u poslovnim skolama. Za njih, moral se uci u tradicionalnim mjes-
tima socijalizacije, kao Sto su roditeljskom dom, crkva, prijatelji i to je dovoljno. Medutim,
da li je to zaista tako?

Priznati americki stru¢njak za poslovno vodenje Warren Bennis, rekao je da je smisao
vodenja sposobnost slobodnog i potpunog izrazaja pojedinca. Ono sto je potrebno je vise
Mi nego Ja orijentiranih lidera. Nadalje, mnoga sveucilista, ukljucujuci i ona najprestiznija
tzv. vy League sveucilista, stvaraju uskogrudne specijaliste koji su ¢arobnjaci za stvaranje
novca zato $to su nauceni kako raditi stvari umjesto kako biti.

Vrijednosti koje promi¢e moderno zapadno obrazovanje, (ukljucujuci i poslovno)
temelje se na znanstvenim i filozofskim dostignucima 18 i 19. stoljeca koja su zagovarala:
racionalnost (mislim, dakle jesam), maksimizaciju vlastitog interesa (temelj danasnjih eko-



nomskih teorija), Socijalni Darvinizam (konkurencija i opstanak naj¢vrs¢ih), relativizam (is-
tina nije apsolutna nego ovisna o situaciji), pozitivizam (vjerodostojno znanje je samo ono
koje se moze izmjeriti i numericki izraziti). Bilo bi krivo tvrditi da je obrazovanje jedini krivac
za korporativne prijevare koje vidamo osobito posljednjih godina. Medutim, obrazovanje
igra veliku ulogu u socijalizaciji svake individue. Shodno tome, ne moZzemo zanemariti
utjecaj obrazovanja na moralni pad poslovnih lidera.

Pohlepa, farizejstvo, prijevare, karakteristicne su za vrijeme pada u Kali Yugi, kako
ga je nazvao Srila Prabupada. To je vrijeme pada kako moralnih vrijednosti tako i istinske
duhovnosti, suosjecanja i empatije. Cini se kao da je ljudska vrsta uhvacena u vrtlog visih
kozmickih dogadanja i osudena na propast.

Medutim, na ovom svijetu jo$ uvijek postoje ljudi sposobni razbuktati vlastiti un-
utarnji plamen dobrote i zapaliti iskru u drugim ljudima. Takvi duhovni ljudi nazivaju se
prosvijecenim liderima. Svi smo culi za barem jednoga od njih — Gandhi, Martin Luther
King, Buda, Svami Madhavananda, Dalai Lama, Isus Krist. Svi oni na$ su izvor inspiracije,
molitve i vodstva.

U poslovnom svijetu, prosvijeceni lideri su oni koji stavljaju interese svojih zaposle-
nika prije vlastitih. Njihove rijeci i djela su jedno, zato $to proizlaze iz dubokog duhovnog
integriteta i znanja Sto je dobro a $to loSe. Zbog toga $to slusaju svoj unutarnji glas, obi¢no
iz nazivaju iracionalnima. Cesto idu protiv vjetra, i zovu ih ludacima ili sanjarima. Njihove
vizije ¢ine ih ljudima ispred svog vremena a svojim djelima oni stvaraju dugoro¢no posto-
jane rezultate.

Ono $to je potrebno za obrazovanje prosvijecenih lidera je promjena obrazovne para-
digme, ne samo u poslovnim skolama nego u cijeloj akademskoj zajednici. Misljenja sam
da obrazovanje ne treba razvijati poslovnog, politickog ili bilo kakvog drugog lidera nego
prije svega ljudsko bice od integriteta. Biti lider je samo uloga, kao 5to je to biti racunovoda,
roditelj, ljubavnik. Sve te uloge zrace iz jednog centra, budisti bi ga nazvali priroda Bude u
svima nama, centru temeljnih vrijednosti koje posjedujemo i trebamo njegovati.

Integritet se gradi prihvacanjem sebe ne kao racionalnih nego stvarnih ljudskih bica,
sastavljenih od promisljanja i osjecaja, koji su jednako vazni u nasim zivotima. Razvoj in-
tegriteta ne podrazumijeva memoriranje bezbroj teorija iz razlicitih podrucja. Teorije su in-
telektualni alati koji trebaju biti nadopunjeni nasom sposobnoscu osjecanja. Takav balans
razmisljanja i osjecaja trebao bi biti inkorporiran u akademski svijet i iskoristen za razvoj
empatije i svjesnosti o posljedicama djela koje ¢inimo.

Kao znanstvenik iz podru¢ja ekonomije, voljela bih da poslovne skole poc¢nu orga-
nizirati duhovne seminare, gdje bi poslovni lideri govorili studentima o unutarnjim dile-
mama sa kojima se suocavaju u tijeku svoje karijere. Voljela bih da poslovne Skole potic¢u
studente ne samo da $alju novac u siromasne africke zemlje, nego da ih poti¢u da provedu
jedan semester, koji bi im se priznao kao dio Skolskog programa, u dobrovoljnom radu
na takvim podru¢jima. (Uostalom, i ne moramo ici tako daleko. Siromastvo je prisutno i u
nasim mati¢nim zemljama.) Na kraju, voljela bih da nas poslovne $kolu inspiriraju javnim
tribinama sa prosvije¢enim liderima danasnjice. Pod njima mislim na sve one ljude koji
vide ovaj prekrasni planet kao mjesto nesebi¢nosti umjesto sebi¢nosti, suradnje umjesto
konkurencije i tolerancije umjesto agresije.

Veliko mi je zadovoljstvo vidjeti jedan tako vazan samit i siguran sam da ¢e on u svijet odaslati
mnogo pozitivhog ohrabrenja i pozitivhe energije. U Bhagavad Giti Gospod KriSna opisuje da
istinski mir mora imati duhovne korijene. On dolazi kada je dusa povezana s Bogom.

Nasa materijalisticki usmjerena civilizacija stavlja veliki naglasak na izvanjski rast, gdje se
na povecanije koli¢ine novca, slave ili utjecaja gleda kao na uspjeh. No istinski napredak uvijek
znaci rast u dva smjera. Ako pojedinacno ili kolektivno napredujemo samo u pojavnom svijetu,
to znaci da ako se samo povecaju nasa izvanjska postignuca, nedostajat ¢e nam bitna dimenzija
rasta. Moramo rasti u dubinu — u duboke duhovne spoznaje. Inace ljudsko bice postaje zrtva sila
materijalizma, poput pozude ili pohlepe.

Pogledajmo drvo. Kako ono raste, tako razvija i krosnju: nastaje vise grana, vise lis¢a, ¢ak
¢e dociinesto ptica i sviti u njoj svoja gnijezda. Taj rast moze postati opasan ako se istodobno ne
dogada drugi rast, rast korijenja koje ide sve dublje i dublje te pruza potrebnu stabilnost. Kada
toga ne bi bilo, rast bi bio opasan. Zbog prevelike teZine krosnje, ne bi bilo dostatne u¢vrséenosti
u tlu. Kada bi se dogodilo i najmanje uznemirenje izvana, drvo bi moglo pasti. Malo vjetra, samo
nesto vise kise ili bilo kojega drugoga faktora neravnoteze moglo bi prouzrociti njegovu smrt.

Tamo gdje ja zivim postoji mnogo starog drveca. Prosle je zime oluja srusila mnoga od
njih. Zbog ¢ega? Razlog je bio u tome 3to ona nisu imala duboko korijenje. Dok sam prolazio
kroz,,pale divove’, odmah sam vidio sli¢nost sa suvremenim ¢ovjekom. On je vidljivo narastao,
no njegovo se duhovno korijenje nije razvilo i stoga i najmaniji izazov, i najmanje uznemirenje
stvara toliko mnogo nevolja.

Da bismo imali mir izvana, trebamo imati mir iznutra. A da bismo imali taj unutradnji mir,
trebamo postati duhovno duboki.

Vegetarijanstvo i ekologija

Vegetarijanstvo, odnosno mesnaindustrija, i ekologija su u uskoj uzro¢no-posljedi¢noj

vezi.

Prijeko je potrebna intervencija svih raspoloZivih snaga da se zaustavi masovno

unistenje jedinog planeta kojeg imamo, a mesna industrija i navika jedenja mesa je uvelike
odgovorna za neodgovorno i bespotrebno troSenje resursa i masovno zagadenje.

Trecina svjetske povrsine se pretvara u pustinje zbog proizvodnje mesa, a vise od

pola svjetskih oceana priblizava se tocki ekoloskog kolapsa zbog ribarstva.

Jedenje mesa povezano je s ogromnim problemima vezanih uz okoli$ s kojima se

svijet suocava, kao $to su globalno zagrijavanje, Sirenje pustinja, nestajanje kisnih Suma i
kisele kise.

Vise od 90 % britanskih jezera, ribnjaka i mocvara je isuseno - a sve zato da bi se stvorila
veca polja za uzgoj vise usjeva za hranjenje vise Zivotinja. Prica je vise-manje ista i u
drugim dijelovima svijeta.

Samo u SAD-u je u zadnjih 200 godina uniSteno 1/3 primarnog povrsinskog sloja radi
uzgoja stoke. U pokusaju da se nadoknadi ova zemlja, vise od 100 milijuna hektara Sume
bilo je unisteno da bi se dobila zemlja za obradu i ispasu, a kréenje Suma nastavlja se
brzinom od 0,4 hektara u sekundi.

Populacija Zivotinja na farmama proizvodi 550 tona izmeta svake sekunde, $to je 20
puta vise od koli¢ine ljudskog izmeta! Samo u Njemackoj i Nizozemskoj postoje 3 tone
uskladistenog tekuceg gnojiva na svakog ¢lana populacije Sto se sveukupno priblizava
broju od 200 milijuna tona te tvari. U regiji Pel u Nizozemskoj 90 % drveca je umrlo zbog
kiselih kisa uzrokovanih svinjskim izmetom.

Stocne farme uzrokuju 85% ukupnog isparavanja dusika u obliku amonijaka koji se sma-
tra glavnim uzro¢nikom umiranja Suma. Amonijak iz Zivotinjskih otpada uzrokuje kisele
kise koje unistavaju vodeni i biljni svijet, te uzrokuje vise Stete nego svi automobili i
tvornice na svijetu zajedno. Dusik i amonijak mogli bi se u znatnoj mjeri smanijiti reduci-
ranjem stocnih farmi sto znaci promjenama u prehrani.

KiSne Sume se sijeku kako bi se stvorio prostor za ispasu goveda. U centralnoj i Juznoj
Americi svake godine se posijece podrucje veli¢ine Belgije. Od 1950. godine polovina
svih svjetskih kiSnih Suma je unistena. Nakon 6 ili 7 godina ispase stoke tlo vise ne moze
uzdrzat ni travu pa se pretvara u prasinu. Tlo kisnih Suma vrlo je tanko i beZivotno pa
stoga treba zastitu krova kojeg Cine krosnje drveda.

Pustinja Sahara je nekada bila zelena i bujna i na njoj je rasla p3enica za Rimljane. To
je sada sve nestalo i pustinja se Siri, na nekim mjestima naraste za ¢ak 320 km u samo
20 godina. Glavni razlog tome je pretjerana ispasa koza, ovaca, deva i krava. Kako se
pustinja Siri tako se stada pomicu, doslovce prozdiru¢i sve pred sobom.

Samo u 25 godina unisteno je oko 40% prasume u Amazoni, koja je poznata kao pluc¢a
nasega planeta. Ova veli¢anstvena divljina osigurava gotovo polovinu svih nasi lijekova.
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Posljedica ovog bezobzirnog ponasanja jest da mnoge rijetke Zivotinjske vrste migriraju,
nestaju i izumiru, od kojih neke jo$ nismo uspjeli niti otkriti.

Drvna masa i meso koje se prodaje osigurava velike profite, a kada zemlja postane
bezivotna oni se jednostavno premjeste, posijeku novo drvece i postaju jos bogatiji.
Ljudi iz plemena koji Zive u Sumama prisiljeni su otici sa svoje zemlje, a ponekad ih ¢ak
ubijaju.

Svaka krava proizvodi najmanje 60 litara metana dnevno. Cak i gnojiva koja se raspriuju
po zemlji povecéavaju globalno zagrijavanje jer proizvode dusi¢ne okside, a to su plinovi
koji 270 puta efektnije vezu toplinu od CO2. Temperatura na Zemlji polako raste, tako da
se polarne sante leda pocinju topiti. Na Antarktiku su temperature u zadnjih 50 godina u
prosjeku porasle za 2,50C i nestalo je 8.000 km2 podvodnih ledenih grebena.

U mnogim zemljama vlada nestasica vode. Ali za uzgajanje i klanje Zivotinja ne stedi se
voda. Potrebno je 200 litara vode da bi dobili 1 kilogram p3enice. Da bi dobili 1 kilogram
mesa, potrebno je 20.000 litara vode.

Krv koja istjece iz Zivotinja nakon Sto ih zakolju, odlazi direktno u nase rijeke i tako ih
zagaduje. Sav otpad i izmet od milijardi Zivotinja slijeva se u more i rijeke, $to stvara
prekomjernu pojavu raznih algi. Vrlo brzo svakom postaje jasno da izvori pitke vode na
ovoj planeti postaju ne samo zagadeni nego i nedostatni, a da mesna industrija narocito
zagaduje okolis.

U Americi se vise od pola vode trosi na uzgoj Zivotinja. Mesna industrija u SAD-u zagaduje
vodu koliko sve industrije i svi gradovi zajedno. Proizvodnja stoke stvara deset puta vise
zagadenja nego naseljena podrudja, a tri puta vise od industrije.

Oko 50% zagadenja vode u Europi uzrokovao je masovan uzgoj stoke. Dusik iz gnojiva
uskladistio se u podzemne vode u tolikoj mjeri da neke mineralne vode vise ne zadovol-
javaju kriterije pitke vode. Podzemne vode crpe se u ogromnim koli¢cinama za potrebe
Zivotinja, Sto jos vise doprinosi i doprinijet ¢e nestasici vode.

Svakih 8 sekundi unisti se 1 ral zemljista da bi se uzgajala hrana za Zivotinje. Onaj koji
postane vegan godisnje spasi 1 ral Sume.

Nasuprot drugim ekonomskih granama, mesna industrija u skoro svim zemljama svijeta
subvencionirana je odnosno financijski podupirana od drZave jer ne bi bila profitabilna.

Na istom komadu zemljista potrebnom za proizvodnju 1 kg mesa moze se proizvesti,
primjerice, 200 kg krumpira ili 160 kg rajcica, i to uzimajudi u obzir isti vremenski period.
Isto tako umjesto 50 kg govedine moZemo dobiti 1000 kg tresanja ili 6000 kg mrkve ili
4000 kg jabuka.

Zamislimo se ispred tanjura koji sadrzi 1/2 kg govedeg odreska. Sada zamislite da u sobi
sjedi 45 do 50 ljudi koji ispred sebe imaju prazne tanjure. Za “cijenu hranjenja” jednog
odreska, svaki preostali tanjur mogao bi biti ispunjen $alicom skuhane Zitarice.

Na istoj povrsini tla koja je potrebna za prehranu 1 “mesojeda’, moze se prehraniti 20
vegetarijanaca!

Samo Washington, Oregon i California trose 17 milijardi kilovatsati struje za uzgoj
Zivotinja, Sto je dovoljno energije za osvjetljenje svake kuce u cijeloj drzavi - mjesec i
pol dana.



e Za Cetveroclanu obitelj koja konzumira meso u godini dana potrosi se goriva dostatno
za 6 mjeseci voznje automobilom.

Utjecaj masovnog uzgoja stoke glede globalnog zagrijavanja jednak je u potpunosti
utjecaju automobilskog prometa, pa kada jos uzmemo u obzir rusenje Suma za pasnjake i
krmu za stoku, te pretvaranja savana u pustinje, eroziju brdovitih predjela, izuzetno veliku
potrosnju vode i energije, vidimo da sa svakim kilogramom mesa trosimo, unistavamo i
zagadujemo nas planet sa svakog aspekta.

U svijetu uopce, pa tako i suvremenom, kategorija mira je bila i jest jedna od onih kat-
egorija koje presudno odreduju kvalitetu Zivota svih, a posebno djece, i kao takva zaoku-
pljala je i zaokuplja razmisljanja i djelovanja najnaprednijih humanista tijekom cjelokupne
povijesti ¢ovje¢anstva. Medu spomenute humaniste svakako spada i Mahatma Gandhi,
kao jedan od najpoznatijih mirotvoraca u povijesti covjecanstva, Cijoj je poruci djelomi¢no
posvecen “Svjetski mirovni samit Sri Svamija Madhavanande i poruka Mahatme Gandhija”.

Uzimajudi poruku Mahatme Gandhija za naslov moje poruke, Zelim je, zbog vanvre-
menske ljepote, iznijeti u cjelini s njegovim mislima koje slijede nakon nje, a prije nego $to
osobno nesto kazem o temi mira, koja je usko vezana uz moj profesionalni djelokrug zastite
prava, interesa i dobrobiti djece u najsirem smislu, ukljucujuci i zastitu od nasilja, ali koja
ujedno predstavlja i podru¢je mog osobnog interesa.

Mahatma Gandhi iznosi slijedece misli: ,Ako doista Zelimo postic¢i mir u svijetu i nas-
taviti rat protiv rata, trebamo poceti s djecom. | ako djeca budu odrastala u svojoj prirodnoj
nevinosti, ne¢emo trebati donositi rezolucije koje nece imati ploda, ve¢ ¢emo ici od ljubavi
do ljubavi, od mira do mira, sve dok i zadnji kut svijeta ne bude prekriven tim mirom i tom
ljubavlju za kojima, svjesno ili nesvjesno, cijeli svijet ¢ezne.”

Clankom 19. Konvencije o pravima djeteta propisano je izmedu ostalog da ¢e drzave
stranke poduzeti sve potrebne zakonodavne, upravne, socijalne i prosvjetne mjere da
zastite dijete od svakog oblika tjelesnog ili duSevnog nasilja, povreda ili zloporaba, zane-
marivanja ili zapustanja, zlostavljanja ili iskoristavanja, ukljucujudi i spolno zlostavljanje te
da mjere zastite po potrebi moraju obuhvatiti djelotvorne postupke uvodenja socijalnih
programa za pruzanje potrebne pomoci djetetu i onima koji o njemu brinu te za druge
oblike prevencije i utvrdivanja, izvjescivanja, ukazivanja, istraZivanja, postupanja i pracenja
slucajeva zlostavljanja djeteta i, bude li potrebno, za ukljucivanje suda.

Kako se suvremeni svijet, uklju¢ujuci i Republiku Hrvatsku, moze $to blize pribliziti
idealima Konvencije o pravima djeteta, kao i porukama Mahatme Gandhija i drugih zna-
menitih mirotvoraca? Danas je vrlo popularno govoriti o holistickom pristupu problemi-



ma kada je u pitanju bilo koje podrucje, i odgovor na postavljeno pitanje doista i u ovom
slucaju glasi: holistickim pristupom problemu. No, $to takav pristup podrazumijeva kada
je u pitanju mir?

Prije svega, bitno je imati na umu da se u nijednom drustvu ne moze posti¢i mir tako
da se u njemu pokusavaju stvarati izolirane oaze nenasilja. Isto tako, nije moguce, uopce,
a pogotovo u danasnje doba «globalnog sela», mir ostvariti tako da on egzistira samo u
pojedinim dijelovima svijeta.

Uvijek kada se desi neki akt drasti¢nog nasilja, a posebno medu djecom ili nad njima,
u javnosti dolazi do nevijerice i zgrazanja, do svojevrsne opce indignacije. Kao da se zabo-
ravlja da smo, primjerice, prosli rat kao nasilje par ekselans i privatizaciju kao ekonomsko
nasilje, te da je nasilje znacajno prisutno u medijima, pa ¢ak i u obitelji, sportu i drugim
drustvenim podrucjima u kojima bi ga bilo razumno ocekivati ponajmanije.

Ali $to je zapravo mir? Koliko je u svom zivotu svatko od nas vidio stvarno mirnih
0s0ba, to jest onih koje su u potpunosti mirne, ponajprije sa sobom, a onda i s drugima, te
sa svijetom opcenito. Da li smo mi sami mirni u punom smislu te rijeci? Pritom, dakako, ne
mislim na stati¢ki mir, koji bi bio negacija zivota samog, nego na istinski dinamicki mir, mir

U ¢emu bi se dakle taj mir trebao sastojati? U skladu s prethodno navedenim
zahtjevom holistickog pristupa, mir bi osim svima vidljive fizicke razine, trebao obuhvacati
i emocionalnu, mentalnu, dusevnu, duhovnu te socijalnu razinu.

Kada se nedostatak kvalitete mira izrazi na fizickoj razini, kao najvidljivijoj, posljedice
su Cesto brutalna ozljedivanja ljudi, koja po svojoj bestijalnosti doista znaju ¢ovjeka cesto
preneraziti. Nerijetko su Zrtve i Zivotinje, kao u nedavnom slucaju Skolaraca koji su pe-
kli macice na raznju, a $to i nakon visekratnog sagledavanja ostavlja ¢ovjeka u nevijerici,
duboko ga uznemirujuci. Isto tako su nerijetka i unistavanja ili ostecivanja stvari. Sve je to,
da ponovim, fizi¢ka razina, a ono $to se krije kao podloga takvog ponasanja su druge pre-
thodno spomenute razine: emocionalna, mentalna, dusevna, duhovna te socijalna razina.

Zasto je u cijeloj ovoj problematici toliko znacajan pojam djeteta? Najprije pri od-
govoru na to pitanje treba istaknuti da je pojam djeteta viseznacan, visedimenzionalan
pojam. Sto se ti¢e postupanja Ureda pravobraniteljice za djecu, djetetom se u smislu Za-
kona o pravobranitelju za djecu smatra svaka osoba mlada od 18 godina. Medutim, kada se
odstrane formalne ograde, svatko, bez obzira na dob, moze biti dijete. U tom smislu, biti di-
jete, oznacava stanje svijesti, a ne dobnu kategoriju. Kakvo je to stanje svijesti? To je stanje
prirodne nevinosti o kojoj u citiranoj poruci govori Mahatma Gandhi. Zasto je sve to bitno
spomenuti? Zato jer takvim poimanjem stvari dolazi do stanovitog obrata u smislu prom-
jene perspektive. Naime, mi, takozvani odrasli, smatramo da trebamo poucavati djecu u
svakom pogledu, pa tako i u pogledu nenasilja. Isto tako smatramo da trebamo djecu Stititi
od nasilja. Sve je to donekle to¢no. No, prava istina je da djeca samim svojim postojanjem
poucavaju nas o nenasilju i tite nas od nasilja, samo nama ¢esto nedostaje prirodne nev-
inosti da to uvidimo.

Zaklju¢no Cu citirati jo$ jednu poruku Mahatme Gandhija o miru:,Ne postoji put pre-
ma miru. Sam mir je put.” Dakle, svako odgadanje mira na nacin da se tvrdi da smo na putu
k miru, samo je pokri¢e za odgadanje neminovnog, a to je mir, jer on doista, kako se to ¢esto
govori, nema alternative. Potrebno je poceti Zivjeti takvu realnost. Vrijeme odgadanja mira
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za neka bolja vremena mora biti daleko iza nas, jer ako mir ostavimo za sutra, to sutra ni-
kada nece dodi. Zbog navedenog ni jedan alibi za odgadanje mira ne smije biti prihvacen.
Sigurna sam da ¢e ovaj Samit bitno doprinijeti takvom shvacanju mira i izrazavam svoje
divljenje i zahvalnost Svamiju Mahes$varanandi za sve njegove dosadasnje doprinose sv-
jetskom miru, za koje je od predsjednika Republike Hrvatske Stjepana Mesica odlikovan
odli¢jem Reda Danice s likom Katarine Zrinske za postignu¢a u humanitarnom i duhovnom
radu za dobrobit svjetskog mira i ekologije.

U ovom je smislu Islamska republika Iran, oslanjajuci se na povijesnu tradiciju, nadah-
nuta vjerom i kulturom mira, poc¢etkom stoljeca, inicirala «dijaloga civilizacija»,te predstav-
ljanjem u UN izazvala podr3ku i pohvalu na medunarodnoj sceni.

Medu nama danas nema opasnosti od bolesti kao 5to je kuga, ali jo$ veci problem
predstavlja siromastvo, glad, nerazvijenost, diskriminacija i nepravda, rat i agresija, teror-
izam u raznim oblicima, AIDS, ovisnosti o drogama, nepismenost, zagadenost okolisa, trka
zanaoruzanjem, prosirenje nuklearnog i masovnog naoruzanja ijos desetak vecih i manjih
poteskoca svaki dan pogada ¢ovjecanstvo i zemaljsku kuglu.

S ucinjenim promjenama na planu svjetskog mira u ovom stoljecu, zadrzavanje i
prosirivanje nuklearnog naoruzanja za masovno unistenje nema opravdanja, a bit posto-
janja takvog oruzja jedno je od najvecih prijetnji ¢ovjecanstvu. Zato, Islamska Republika
Iran uz priznanje osnovnih prava svim nacijama za miroljubivo koriStenje nuklearne ener-
gije, inzistira na podrzavanju demilitarizacije nuklearnog naoruzanja svih zemalja, te kao
princip svoje vanjske politike podrzava unistavanje nuklearnog naoruzanja na Bliskom Is-
toku i u ostalim dijelovima svijeta.

Medunarodno drustvo je sretno $to je uz pomo¢ sjajnih dostignuca u proslom

Na kraju, uz Zelju za uspje$no zasjedanje nazoc¢nih, nadam se da ¢e intelektualci, mis-
lioci i miroljupci u svijetu, opSirnim nastojanjima za pronalazenje istinskih uzroka problema,
koje smo dio istaknuli, i predlaganjem efikasnih rjesenja izvrsiti svoju duznost u jac¢anju
kulture mira.

Ne sumnjam da ce ¢ovjeCanstvo uspjeti u tome, inteligencijom dobivenom kao Bozji
dar, osobnom inicijativom, konzultacijama i suradnjom, koristenjem prijasnjih iskustava,
bogatstvom kulturei civilizacije svih nacija i religija, bogatom znanosti koja im je zajednicka
ostavstina. Uspjet ¢e, pametnim razmisljanjem, logi¢nim govorom, pravednim ponasanjem
prema svim problemima, stvoriti sredinu za dostojanstveni zivot ¢ovjeka. U nadi da jed-
nog dana budemo svjedoci svijeta bez nepravde, diskriminacije, rata, upotrebe sile, svijeta
obogacenog ljubavlju, prijateljstvom i mirom.

O tome $to novinari mogu uciniti da bi se promicao mir medu narodima i da bi se
sprecavali sukobi, meritorno mogu razgovarati oni koji su sami dozivjeli i proZivjeli kobne
posljedice pretvaranja jedne casne profesije u poslusnog slugu gospodara rata i u nositelja
najgrublje propagande prozete neskrivenim Sovinizmom, netolerancijom i ksenofobijom.

Vremena velikih istina kakva su nastala u procesu raspada Socijalisticke Ju-
goslavije, obi¢no su duboko prozeta sveprisutnom kulturom lazi. Mali narodi na Balkanu
odavno su tu kulturu lazi, ¢ini se, stvarali, suzivjeli se s njom, i nadalje je u¢vrscuju. Laz je
od nacina politickog i medijskog ponasanja, a mediji su uspjeli legalizirati laz, postupno
prerasla u ratnu strategiju, a kao ratna strategija ubrzo se etablirala i kao moralno prih-
vatljiva.

Tako novinarstvo nije tek puko skupljanje podataka, nego kriticko propitkivanje
stvarnosti. Test svake istine, a onda i novinarske, lezi, kako rece Heidegger, ,jedino u vjer-
nosti pojedinca prema sebi samome”. Novinar, u slobodi i u postivanju prema zivotu i istini
svakog bitka, sluZi istini....

Racunajuci na svakoga, bit ¢e ukljuceni i Kisans/
zemljoradnici, i osakaceni, hromi, slijepi, i gomile gladnih i radnika koji teSko rade biti ¢e
tamo. U domovini mojih snova prva i zadnja osoba bit ¢e jednake, odnosno nitko nece biti
prviinitko nece biti zadnji, svi ¢e biti jednaki.”
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U krajnjem zbiru, Mahatma Gandhi je Zelio da zadovoljenje osnovnih potreba kao sto
su hrana, skloniste, odjeca i prikladan posao budu svima dostupni.Tako bi sva sela i gra-
dovi trebali imati istovjetne mogucnosti za udoban zivot svih stanovnika.

Tjelesna i zdravstvena kultura ustrojena je Zakonom o visokim ucilistima, te je obave-
zan predmet na 1. i 2. godini studija (¢lanak 148 Statuta Sveucilista u Zagrebu, 1997.).
Clanak 68 Ustava Republike Hrvatske kaze da «drzava poti¢e i pomaze skrb o tjelesnoj kul-
turi i Sportu« Dio ¢lanka 128 Ustava Republike Hrvatske govori o potrebama i interesima
gradana, o tjelesnoj kulturi i $portu.

Studentska populacija specifi¢na je zbog svojih antropoloskih znacajki. Razli¢itog su
motorickog predznanja te motorickih i funkcionalnih sposobnosti, a posebno u stavovima
i misljenjima o kretanju, o zdravom Zivotu ili steCenim navikama i pogledima na svijet.

Svrhaizadatak tjelesneizdravstvene kulture je usvajane odredenog fonda motorickih
informacija neophodnih za efikasno rjeSavanje potreba ocuvanja i razvoja zdravlja,
sadrzajnijeg koristenja slobodnog vremena i rjeSavanja svakodnevnih motorickih zadaca,
a posebno onih u urgentnim situacijama koje su danas sve ucestalije.

Poznato je da se interesi oblikuju i usmjeravaju ve¢ u najranijem djetinjstvu. Adekvat-
na ponuda sportskih sadrZaja je bitan faktor, koji omogucava bavljenje s odredenom tjele-
snom aktivnoscu.

Pravovremeno usmjerenje interesa u bilo koju sportsku aktivnost pokazuje da se sva-
ki pojedinac moze iskazati kao relativno uspjesan.

Kako bi nastava tjelesne i zdravstvene kulture bila $to zanimljivija i ucinkovitija,
osluskuju se zZelje i misljenja studenata te se uvode novi programi poput aerobike, joge,
plesova...

Pune dvorane potvrduju da novi programi imaju pozitivan odaziv kod studenata i
studentica.



IstraZivanje je provedeno u akademskoj godini 2001./2002. na uzorku 2681 stude-
nata, od ¢ega je bilo 2206 studentica i 475 studenata.

U istrazivanju obradene su preferencije studenata prema 62 sporta sa skalom bi-
hevioralnih namjera.

Ispitanik je svaki sport ocijenio na petostupanjskoj skali. Ocjena 5 oznacava sport ko-
jim bi se ispitanik svakako zelio baviti kada bi imao mogucnost za to, dok ocjena 1 daje se
sportu kojim se ispitanik nikada, pod nikakvim uvjetima ne bi htio baviti.

U obradi podataka koristene su standardne metode deskriptivne i inferencijalne
statistike.

IstraZivanje je pokazalo da ne postoje vece razlike u preferencijama prema spor-
tovima od 1. do 4. godine studija unutar istog spola. Studentice i studenti predstavljaju u
velikoj mjeri homogene grupe, obzirom na izbor najvise i najmanje privlacne i zanimljive
sportove. U velikoj mjeri postoji razlika jedino u sportovima po spolovima. Elementarna
potreba za kretanjem, ekspresija, kompenzacija, socijalizacija i kreativnost u sportu kod
studenata razlikuje se od one u studentica.

Danas je studentska populacija odredena aktualnim socijalnim zbivanjima i ona svo-
jim bitnim karakteristikama odreduje buducnost. Tako su i studenti Filozofskog fakulteta
suoceni s velikim fizi¢ckim i psihi¢ckim zahtjevima, te je kinezioloska kultura od iznimne
vaznosti za svakog pojedinca a ujedno i zadnja stepenica sustavnog vjezbanja u njihovom
obrazovanju. S obzirom da se interesi i potrebe studenata Filozofskog fakulteta za tjeles-
nom aktivnoscu razlikuju i ovise o mogucnostima i uvjetima bavljenja razli¢itim aktivnos-
tima, potrebno je istrazivati i pratiti postojece stanje, kao i planirati i programirati buduce
aktivnosti.

Sva ta pitanja namecu se u globalizaciji koja se uzurbano Siri novim tehnologijama i
sredstvima komunikacije. Je li globalizacija nezaustavljiva? |, bi i je bilo pozZeljno zaustav-
iti?

Kad smo na svrietku Drugog svjetskog rata, prije i nakon HiroSime, u dogledu op¢e
propasti, pledirali za ujedinjeni svijet, drukcije smo ga zamisljali od sadasnje globalizacije.

Nakon $to su mirotvorni pokreti desetlje¢ima uzaludno zvonili na alarm, sve smo se
vise usredotocili na zapreke koje prijeCe ispunjenje bitnog cilja naSeg vremena. Bilo je ocito
da trku u naoruzanju i borbu za dominaciju produljuje globalna struktura vlasti, koja je
anakronic¢na, otudena od naroda, nerazumna i ukopana u svoje pozicije.

Polovinom sedamdesetih rado sam prihvatio odluku Drzave Pennsylvanije da prigo-
dom dvjestote obljetnice ameri¢ke neovisnosti nekolicina poznatih mirotvoraca dopuni
deklaraciju neovisnosti iz 1776. s obzirom na goruca pitanja. Ta slavna deklaracija koju su u
duhu prosvjetiteljstva formulirali Thomas Jefferson i Benjamin Franklin, postaje Ustav USA,
a istice prirodno pravo ¢ovjeka na Zivot, slobodu i trazenje srece.

Sastali smo se 1974 u Dubrovniku bard mirotvoraca, Philip Noel-Baker, Eva i Linus
Pauling, jedini Zivi dvostruki nobelovac za kemiju i mir, Aurelio Peccei, predsjednik Rim-
skog kluba, knjizevnica Sophia Wadia i lvan Supek. Na$ je posao bio postaviti dijagnozu
suvremenog svijeta te videnje humane buduénosti. Istakli smo tada da je glavna misija hu-
manizma da u globalizaciju, tjeranu prvenstveno industrijskim razmahom i informatikom,
pod dirigentskim stapom financijskog kapitala, unese vrednote kakve ¢e biti sadrzane u
Dubrovacko-Philadelfijskoj deklaraciji - deklaracija je bila napisana u Dubrovniku 1974, a
prihvacena 1976 na Kongresu svjetskog jedinstva u Philadelfiji, kojem sam predsjedavao.
Jamacno su te analize stanja i nacrti sretnije buducnosti bili najdosljedniji dokument $to ga
je donio jedan mirotvorni pokret.

Mi smo protiv Vladavine
sile kao zakona a istovremeno to je i naslov moje nove knjige napisane kao upozorenje
svijetu i pozivanje na samosvjesnost kroz najsiru povezanost.

Republika Hrvatska snazno podrzava sve nuzne reforme Ujedinjenih naroda osmisljene
da vode do ispunjenja Milenijskih razvojnih ciljeva. Cvrsto smo predani ja¢anju multilateralnih
sustava sigurnosti zajednice zasnovanih na medunarodnome pravu, nacelima i odredbama
Povelje UNa te na ostalim relevantnim dokumentima, ukljucujuci i Milenijsku deklaraciju.
Snazno podupiremo inicijativu osnivanja Komisije za izgradnju mira, te nudimo svoje aktivno
sudjelovanje u definiranju njezine misije, strukture, sastava i odnosa s ostalim tijelima i instituci-
jama UNa. Hrvatska zagovara osnazivanje OHCHRa te uspostavu Vije¢a za ljudska prava koje bi
bilo u stanju ucinkovito odgovarati na povrede ljudskih prava. Kao zemlja sa Sirokim iskustvom
u post-konfliktnoj rekonstrukciji i izgradnju, Hrvatska se nalazi u dobrom polozaju da moze ak-
tivno doprinositi objema novim inicijativama.

Osnovno nacelo Milenijske deklaracije je da ne postoji alternativa miru. Pojedinci se na-
laze pred izazovom tragi¢nog otkri¢a o tome da je ljudska povijest oznacena porazavajuéim
ljudskim tragedijama, sukobima i ratom. Cak i povrino sagledavanje povijesti, bilo drevne ili su-



vremene, pokazuje bezbrojne prilike u kojima su boljitak i interesiljudi bili podredeni odredenim
uskim politickim interesima, te da su donesene odluke koje su bile rezultat politicke ili ideoloske
prikladnosti, umjesto principa temeljnih sloboda, demokracije i ¢ovjecnosti. Tragi¢ne lekcije
naucene izapokalipti¢nih dogadaja dvadesetog stoljeca koji su rezultiraliogromnim unistenjem
ljudskih Zivota, kao sto je Holokaust, te necovjecnosti globalnih proporcija, naposlijetku su dale
poticaja novom multilateralnom pristupu za ocuvanje globalnog mira i sprje¢avanje novih kon-
flikata. U svjetlu toga, Ujedinjeni narodi, Europska unija, Vijece Europe, OSCE, NATO te brojne
druge regionalne inicijative, medudrZavne organizacije, te nevladine organizacije osnovane su
s primarnim ciljem propagiranja mira, suradnje i partnerstva kao zajednickih vrednotai ciljeva.

U pocetku post-hladnoratovskog perioda, medunarodna se zajednica nasla pred izazo-
vom propasti drzava, meduetnickih ratova i odsustva vladavine prava. Strukture i institucije
hladnoratovske ere primarno su se bavile tim pitanjima, te pitanjima koja se ticu odrzanja
medunarodnog mira i sigurnosti. Dok rasprava o uspjesnosti ili neuspjesnosti takvih institucija
da se ucinkovito bave globalnim problemima ostaje tema akademskih debata, postalo je sve
vise jasno da hladnoratovske strukture trebaju biti restrukturirane kako bi bile u stanju bauviti
se najnovijim sigurnosnim izazovima koji su isplivali na povrsinu krajem dvadesetog stoljeca.
Najnoviji izazovi globalnoj sigurnosti vise su usmjereni protiv zajednickih vrednota civilizira-
nih drzava, te kao takvi, protiv medunarodnog zakona. Ta kriminalna mreZa tezi unistiti samo
tkivo medunarodnih odnosa putem kampanje nasilja i terorizma. Zato terorizam predstavlja
nastavak rata “drugim sredstvima” no i s drugacijim ciljevima. Svojim orgomnim unistiteljskim
potencijalom, destabiliziraju¢i ucinak terorizma ne moze se dovoljno naglasiti, narocito u
globalnom sustavu koji je sve vise medusobno povezan, i gdje se Sokovi koji se dogode na
jednoj strani svijeta prenose gotovo trenutno medu druge kontinente i drzave, bilo putem
medijskih izvjesca ili kroz trzista dionica. Opasnosti koje potencijalna zlouporaba oruZja maso-
vnog unistenja od strane nekih teroristickih grupa, a protiv civilnog stanovnistva, moraju biti
ucinkovito i trenutno eliminirane. Ugovor o nuklearnom ne-povecavanju mora se tretirati
kao nezamijenjivi instrument kontrole medunarodne zajednice za nuklearno oruzje, dok se
teroristicka nedjela koja rezultiraju brojnim civilnim Zrtvama trebaju smatrati nedjelima protiv
covjecanstva. Ovo je tek nekoliko ideja o osnaZivanju mjera za ublazavanje potencijalne Stete
prouzrocene medunarodnim terorizmom, te su to prvi koraci prema ucinkovitom upravljanju
pojedincima i organizacijama koje ugroZavaju medunarodni mir i stabilnost.

Konac¢no, moramo prepoznati da su nasilje i agresija nametnuti od strane pojedinaca koji
jednostavno ignoriraju osnovne vrednote ¢ovjecnosti. Postovanje naspram ¢ovjecnosti i prava
osobe ne bi trebali biti procesi koji dolaze,,od gore”, te koji ljudima od gore ,podaruju” blagoslov
mira. Da bi istinski doprinjeli globalnome miru, pojedinci i zajednice moraju ga prvo iznadi u
sebi, te moraju biti spremni podijeliti ga sa svojim prijateljima, susjdeima i svima ostalima. Put
ka istinskom i trajnom miru zapocinje postovanjem i tolerancijom izmedu ljudi na svim nivoima
i u svim segmentima drustva. U samoj srZi problema leZi neznanje i strah. Neznanje o drugim
kulturama i njihovom nacelima donosi nesigurnost i strah, $to zauzvat postaje plodno tlo da se
protu-drustvene i destruktivne snage ukopaju i naposlijetku da postanu i institucionalizirane.
Tako bitka protiv neznanja dobiva na vaznosti u podrucju sigurnosti, a otvorena i postena dis-
kusija o problemima i brigama dovela bi nas daleko na putu unaprijedenja mira. Globalna in-
formacijska kampanja koja promovira dijalog medu kulturama i narodima bila bi solidan korak
prema uklanjanju napetosti. To je nacelni prioritet nase civilizacije i ¢ovjecanstva. Globalni mir
nije apstrakcija. On lezi u nasim rukama, no takoder i u nasim glavama i srcima. Rekao bih da je
to ‘trostruko h’ odgovornosti (eng. hands, head, heart - ruke, glava, srce). Svi pojedinci moraju
djelovati, biti odlu¢ni u svojoj predanosti i osjecati da njihovi napori doprinose zajednickoj viziji
globalnog mira.

»The main commitment of humankind on this earth is to protect life in all forms and
manifestations of existence. To realize this, it is necessary to adopt a different way of
thinking and acting in every day life. It is important to introduce love, help, tolerance
and understanding not only between individuals but among all nations, cultures, races
and religions.”

His Holiness Vishwaguru Mahamanaleshwar Paramhans Swami Maheshwaranandaji
addressed this message in the year 2000 to all participants of the ,Millenium World Peace
Summit of Religious and Spiritual Leaders” at the UN-u. These words represent at the same
time the core of the extremely devoted life long mission of one of the most eminent and
respected spiritual leaders and authorities of our time. Recognising the needs of the mod-
ern human being, this Master, who comes from a very appreciated line of spiritual Masters

Bring eve-
rywhere the message of love and peace. Create a happy family, a happy society, invite
your friends, speak together, don't be divided. Send good wishes to your enemies, their
actions are bad - but their inner ATMA is good.Our good thinking and prayers will help.
Awake the consciousness of oneness — everywhere”

,Sri Swami Madhavananda World Peace Summit and the Message of Mahatma Gan-
dhi’, organised by the Croatian Union of ,Yoga in Daily Life", will be held in Zagreb on Octo-
ber 9t 2005. The Summit is dedicated to the two great wise men - to the respected Master
of H.H. Paramhans Swami Maheshwarananda, H.H. Paramhans Swami Madhavanandaji and
to Mahatma Gandhiji.

Bhakti Devi

,Sri Swami Madhavananda World Peace Summit and the Message of Mahatma
Gandhi” will be opened by Bhakti Devi, one of the world’s best performers of classical
South Indian dance - Bharatanatyam. She has dedicated her whole life to dancing:
she had begun her dance education very early - at the age of 6 years, with ballet,
folk-dances, stepping and social dances. Afterward she has learned Kathak - North
Indian dance. She was also taking musical classes, solo and choir singing, piano and
acting. She studied music and philosophy. In secondary school she started to practice
the System “Yoga in Daily Life” by Paramhans Swami Maheshwarananda. Years of
practicing enabled her deeper insight in spirituality, Indian mythology and philosophy.
Yogic principles and sattvic (pure) nourishment brought her to the spiritual dance. She
was learning Bharatnatyjam from Radha Anjali - Bharatnatyam dancer in Austria and
founder of Natya Mandir dance school in Vienna; Adyar K. Lakshman - famous dance
teacher and musician, founder of “Bharata Choodamani Academy” in Cennai, India;
Kalanidhi Narayanan - the leading performer and teacher of Abhinaya art - mimics in
Bharatnatyam dances, in Cennai, India. Today Bhakti Devi lives in Vienna and she has
performed in many European countries. Experts have appraised her performances of
Bharatnatyam with the highest grades. She collaborates with many known artists and
is frequent guest in TV shows all over Europe. She is the founder of International School
on Indian Dances in Vienna (www.indische-tanzschule.com) and gives regular Indian
dance classes in several European countries.

Bhakti Devi will perform Todaya Mangalam, an invocatory dance piece which
combines descriptive prayer (abhinaya) and pure dance set to drum syllables (nritta). This
piece in praise of the God Vishnu and his earthly incarnations begins with a description of
Rama in KhandaChapu (5 beat rhythmic cylce). The second stanza set in tala Misra Chapu
(7 beat cycle) describes the glory of Lord Venkateshwara. The third and fourth stanzas, each
set to Adi tala (8 beat cycle), describe Krishna.



CAS ,,Bukovac” Zagreb, Croatia

Cultural- art society ,Bukovac” is one of the oldest folk society in Zagreb and Croatia, which
has been promoting cultural heritage and national traditions of this part of Croatia for many
years.

A long time ago in 1935. and in 1936. HSPD ,Bukovac” has appeared on the first and
on the second Croatian folk festival in Zagreb. One of the first appearance of this group
from Gornji Bukovac was registrated on the festival on 16th June 1940 in Zagreb.By the
initiative of people from Bukovac the society was established again in 1976.

Today the society has been present on different folklore festivals. It is also known outside
of Croatia - society has appeared two times on Oktoberfest, on the Conference about
World Peace in Vienna, on the folklore festival in Czechoslovakia, they were gests at
the Croatians from Gradisce. One of the latest apperiance was on the gallant concert
of the most successful businessman of Austria. In that occasion there were invited new
members of EU as well as Croatia of which they were representatives.The society is
active in three sections: folklore sections of children and adults as well as Croatian old
instrumental section, and it has about ninety active members.For their own contribution
of talking care the cultural heritage and folk tradition it was given the Charter of the
town of Zagreb on its eighty jubilee.

Klapa , Filip Devic¢” Split, Croatia

Mixed klapa ,Filip Devic” (a traditional Croatian small folk choir) was founded in 1978
as a part of the cultural-art society of railroaders ,Filip Devic”. Its members revive traditional
Dalmatian folk songs, old local melodies as well as pop songs performed in their specific
klapa way. It is also not rare to hear them singing, while followed by musical instruments,
the most famous songs from the Split Music Festival and from the Melodies of the Croatian
Adriatic Sea.

Folk songs performed in their particular way became very soon evergreens and they
were accepted by the public with great enthusiasm. The artistic quality of their perfor-
mances has also been appreciated by many music critics.

During their artistic career, the klapa had numerous performances both in Croatia as
well as in many other parts of the world, among which Australia, New Zeland and USA.

The klapa released many albums in collaboration with other parts of their society,
and three individual aloums named ,Piva klapa ispod volta”,,Sicas li se Splita grada” (songs
dedicated to the town of Split in occasion of the 1700 anniversary of its foundation) and
»Noci u Dalmaciji"

Ensemble ,,Putokazi” Rijeka, Croatia

Ensemble ,Putokazi” are one of the most exceptional and unique music groups on
the Croatian popular scene since 22nd of February 1984. The multi-voiced performance
is followed by sophisticated orchestrations and incorporated into dance and theatrical
movements of the vocalists. They are the first ensemble who promoted this type of artistic

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expression in the Middle and Eastern Europe. Till now more than 600 young singers from
15 till 25 years of age ,grew up” in Putokazi, which helped them to form their own attitude
towards the music and life in general and thanks to which they also received many awards
and recognitions.

CAS,, Uljanik” Pula, Croatia

Folklore-art group ,Uljanik”, established in 1967, is the only folklore group in Istria
and one of the few of the kind in the entire Croatia whose repertoire besides the traditional
folklore dances from the local area also consists of folklore dances from almost all parts of
Croatia. The group also enriched its programs with dances from the neighbour countries
- Slovenia, Bosnia and Serbia and Macedonia. Authors of their choreographies are: Stjepan
Celi¢, Salko Salihi and Nerina Stajner from Pula and Milivoj Miljan from Repusnica. It's worth
pointing out that this group, under the guidance of Drago Draguzet, fosters the original
musical heritage - original Istrian songs and melodies played on traditional Istrian instru-
ments, as well as original songs from other parts of Croatia, excellently performed by the
orchestra under the leadership of Mr. Josip Lebar. Every year the folklore-Art Group ,Ul-
janik” presents its program on numerous concerts both in Croatia as well as abroad - during
the last 10 years they performed more than 350 concerts in almost all countries of Europe,
and they also participated on many regional, national and international folklore fairs and
festivals. During the years the folklore-Art Group ,Uljanik” received for their artistic work
numerous acknowledgements and awards.

Dunja Knebl, Croatia

Dunja Knebl was born in Zagreb. She has lived in the USA, Indonesia and Russia. Most
of her life she was a translator and language teacher whereas her favourite hobby had
always being singing folk songs from different countries. After discovering in 1993 that
thousands of folk songs from her own country had never been recorded, she began inter-
preting and recording songs she finds in books. Besides recording seven albums, she has
participated on many compilations. She is the sole author and performer of two theatre
performances where she sings songs from the countries she has lived in. Besides taking
part in various gigs/concerts/festivals/TV shows in Croatia and abroad, she has workshops
where she teaches participants to sing traditional folk songs. Her repertory is very wide,
and now includes several hundred Croatian folk songs alone. She performs to her own
guitar or small percussion accompaniment or with other musicians.

Goran Karan, Croatia

Goran Karan was born on the 2 April 1964 in Split, Croatia. In eighties he begins to
occupy himself with music. At beginning of 1997 he begins his solo-career, and in 1998 he
won the “Zadar-fest” musical festival with the song “Kazna mi je sto te ljubim”. At the end of
that year, he stars as the main male role in the musical “Rock It” staged at“Ronacher” theatre
in Vienna, in Viennese production which is compiled from the eight most popular musicals,
from late sixties onward: “Jesus Christ Superstar”, “Grease’, "Hair", “Tommy", etc.
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Goran Karan releises his first solo-album in 1999. It was the best-seller in Croatia and
has reached ‘platinum’ number of sold copies. Same year he won the most prestigious Cro-
atian music festival “Melodije hrvatskog Jadrana” with the song made by Zdenko Runji¢
titled “Prozor kraj dardina” In the poll done by Croatian daily newspaper “Slobodna Dal-
macija’, as well as in the polls of many other Croatian magazines and radio-stations, he has
been chosen for the “Singer of the year”. Song “Lipa si, lipa” has won at the “Hit ljeta” festival
in Pula.

Goran Karan had done until now many important concerts. He is very successful as
solo performer, and because of the great interest of public, in the February and March 2000
he has done four big solo-concerts in the Concert Hall “Vatroslav Lisinski”. TV recording of
the concert at the Split Peristil (summer 1999) has been nominated for the world TV festival
“Golden Rose of Montreaux” In June 2000 Goran Karan has done succesfull tour on the
USA West Coast. The end of the tour “Kao da te ne volim” he has marked with the specacu-
lar concert at the Bana Josip Jelaci¢ Square in Zagrebu, that was recorded by the Croatian
National TV.

At“Dora 2000” with the song “Kad zaspu andeli” Goran Karan wins the first place, and
therefore represents Croatia at the Eurovision contest in Stockhlomu. He won prestigious
discography award “Porin 2000” three times, for the “Best pop music aloum’, “For best male
vocal performance” and for the “Best vocal cooperation” (duet with Mr. Oliver Dragojevic).

Same year he performed at“Zagrebfest”, and had tourneys in Croatia, Slovenia, Swiss,
Germany, France and Slovakia.

At the end of 2001 Karan visited Turkey where he had several appearances within the
promo-tour. Appearances got extremely well media attention, with interviews for 10 TV
houses, as well as the interview for the Cosmopolitan magazine.

Year 2003 had begun with the Canadian tour, after which came Australian and New
Zealand tours, and than the preparation for the main role in Croatian musical “Grgur” by
Zdenko Runji¢.

Year 2005 is extremely successful. Goran Karan won two prestigious musical festivals
with the song “Ruzo moja” - in Split and at “Sunc¢ane skale” in Herceg Novi. At Kninfest he
won 5 awards with his song “Lipo misto”. In the mean-time, he published new, fifth album
“Od srca do usana’, and he performs at the concerts all over Croatia, Slovenia, Bosinia and
Herzegovina, Serbia and Montenegro, Austria, Swiss, and for the end of this year he plans
the tour in Australia and New Zealand.

Ladies and Gentlemen, Participants of the World Peace Summit,

Allow me, please, to address you with words of hope for peace and prosperity in the world, and also
to express my appeal for the necessary change regarding the reality of humanity’s situation today. For, we
cannot be satisfied with the situation attained and the trends regarding the state of humanity and our
responses to the current issues of human development. Therefore, it is my firm belief that such a change
is our responsibility to humanity, to this planet and to future generations.

The findings of experts in the area of achieving some of the Millennium Goals are frightening. World
poverty is not diminishing, but is in fact growing. More than a billion people live below the threshold
of absolute poverty. Access for developing countries to rich and developed markets, and their access to
financial institutions, to new technologies or medicines is still being prevented or at least significantly
limited. Global trade relations are also unfair. The pressures of agricultural policy, especially from the de-
veloped countries, are such that they are literally destroying agriculture in the developing countries. As
the calculations at Oxfam indicate, an improvement in access to world markets of a mere one percent each
for Africa, East Asia, South Asia and Latin America could raise as many as 128 million people out of pov-
erty. Financial relations are extremely unfair. Developing countries today are paying enormous sums just
to service the interest on debts. Much of this debt has never been used for the benefit of people and has
therefore been classed within the definition of illegitimate or “odious” debt. Lenders knew very well that
they were making loans to corrupt regimes and that these would not help people in hardship. Repaying
such debts has rendered poor countries even poorer. And we should not deny that in recent months and
years some significant efforts have been made. The recent writing off of multilateral debt for the poorest
countries of the world is welcome, but not enough. For numerous countries that are struggling to attain
the Millennium Goals, their debt should be written off without any further conditions. Official develop-
ment aid is growing extremely slowly. While we welcome the recent agreement on increasing aid up to
2010, we must be aware that this commitment was first made in 1970 and has not been honored right up
to the present day. In recent years several innovative proposals have been made to increase development
funds. Yet none of them has broken through the inertia of the financial institutions. And it is completely
clear that we cannot expect any positive breakthroughs with the existing financial instruments.Poverty
is not the only danger that burdens the world. Our very existence on the planet is under threat. | wish
to draw attention to climate change, to atmospheric warming. There would appear to be an emerging
consensus among scientists that each year we are witnessing increasing numbers of catastrophic events
linked to global warming: hurricanes, floods and droughts. It is in this area perhaps most illustrative and
clear to everyone that on this Earth we are in fact all connected and interdependent. We must therefore
work together in the world to find more effective, more determined solutions and to contribute to raising
the general awareness of people, and especially politicians.

One could reel off staggering facts and figures ad infinitum. The consequences of a world without
balance are becoming increasingly catastrophic. Global imbalances are increasing and are now at their
highest level in the history of humanity. It is therefore an illusion to expect that the world will be balanced,
that there will be no wars, no terrorism, corruption and crime of the most brutal dimensions, if such trends
continue. No kind of security measure and no kind of protection against terrorism and global threats can
give anyone complete security. We will all be defeated. So burying our heads in the sand is a reflection
of our lack of responsibility to humanity today and to all future generations. A decisive role here should
be assumed especially by the developed world, the biggest and most advanced countries and all those
international organizations, together with the United Nations, that have a decisive impact on the current
trends of humanity and bear the responsibility for its development.

The responsibility lies with each of us and begins with our individual awareness and preparedness
for change. If we wish to hand down a more just, sustainable and humane world to the next generation,
we must be prepared to significantly alter our habits and beliefs. We have to be aware of the suffering
of a large part of humanity and strengthen our sensitivity towards people around the world who live in
distress.

Finally, | would like to express my most sincere support for your endeavors to contribute to achiev-
ing the Millennium Development Goals, and | wish you much success in your work.

Education of the enlightened Western business leader
in the time of Kali Yuga

In 2001, one famous business school in Scandinavia held a student conference and ran
a survey on what do students think is primarily important for a leader. Of all the characteristics
of the leader, morality came as last. In the same year the famous conference of the Economic
Forum in Davos came to the conclusion that what the economic reality missed is the morality
in their leaders.

In that survey | was a bit shocked to see that my fellow colleagues thought of morality as
not important for a leader. However, what came as a greater shock was a fact that professors,
who wrote an article using the results of the survey, did not find it alarming that the future busi-
ness leaders held such views on leadership.

The research would say such business students'attitudes existed due to their lack of expe-
rience, or proneness to dubiously ethical behaviour. However, we seem to neglect that there are
still many educators who believe that morality and ethics is something you cannot (or should
not) teach in business schools. They presume that other traditional places of socialization, such
as home, church, friends will suffice. Is this really enough?

The famous American scholar in leadership, Warren Bennis stated that the essence of
leadership is the ability of full and free self-expression of the person. He argued that what is
needed is more Us oriented leaders, instead of Me oriented ones. Many universities, he argued,
including the ones in the lvy League, were producing narrow-minded specialists who might be
wizards in making money, since they were taught how to do things instead of how to be.

The contemporary values Western education transmits are grounded in the minds of
scientists and philosophers from 18th century on and propagate: rationality (I think therefore



| am), maximization of self-interest (especially in economics), Social Darwinism (competition
and survival of the fittest), relativism (the truth is circumstantial not absolute), positivism (valid
knowledge can only be attained through methods of natural science). It would be false to claim
that education is solely responsible for all corporate wrongdoings. However, education plays a
great role in the socialization process of every person. Therefore, we cannot neglect its role in
this moral decline.

Greed, hypocrisy, frauds are all characteristics of this time of falling in KaliYuga, as Srila
Prabupada has called it. It is the time of decline in moral, true spirituality, mercifulness and hu-
man empathy. It seems that humanity is doomed to degrade as a part of a bigger cycle of cos-
mic events.

However, there are still people in the world capable of developing the spark of goodness
into a burning flame inside of them, and able to light the spark in the others. Such spiritual
people are the enlightened leaders. We all have heard about them — Gandhi, Martin Luther
King, the Buddha, Swami Madhavananda, Dalai Lama, and Jesus Christ. They all are our sources
of inspiration, prayer and guidance.

In the business reality, enlightened leaders are those who put employees’interests before
their own. What they say is what they do, since their actions and words come from a deeper
inner integrity of knowing what is good and what is bad. Such business leaders seem irrational
since they follow their inner voice. They are often against the wind, and people call them either
crazy or day-dreaming. Their visions make them people ahead of their time, and their actions
create solid long-term business foundations.

It seems to me that we need is a shift in the educational paradigm, not only in business
schools but in the Academia as a whole. It is my belief that we need the education that will
develop not a business, political or any kind of leader, but first of all a human being with the
integrity. The leader is a role, like being an accountant, a parent or a lover. All those roles stem
from our centre, the Buddhist would call it our Buddha nature, the core values that we possess
and should nurture.

The integrity is being built by accepting that we are not rational, but real human beings,
comprised of thinking and feeling, both of them being equally important in our lives. The de-
velopment of integrity is not comprised of memorizing myriads of theories on different sub-
jects. Theories are the intellectual tools which should be complemented by our ability to feel.
Such balance of thinking and feeling should be incorporated into academic world and used to
develop things like empathy and awareness of the consequences of the actions one does.

As the business scholar, | would like to see business schools organizing spirituality semi-
nars where business leaders would talk to students about their inner deeper dilemmas. | would
also like to see business schools that would encourage their students not only to send money
to the places like Africa, but to organize and encourage a semester of voluntary work in those
places, and give a credit for attending it. (It does not have to be Africa; we just have to look
around in our countries to see poverty and social problems). In the end, | would like to see busi-
ness schools inspiring us all by the talks of the enlightened leaders of today. By them | mean all
the people that see this great planet as the place of selflessness instead of selfishness, coopera-
tion instead of competition and tolerance instead of aggression.

This growth can
become dangerous if simultaneously there is not another growth, a growth of the roots,
which go deeper and deeper and provide needed stability. If this is not there, the growth
could be a danger. Due to the overweight of the tree crown there is not a sufficient anchor-
ing in the ground. When there is the slightest turmoil outside, the tree might fall down. A
little wind, a bit too much rain or any other misbalancing factor could be its death.

Where | live there are many old trees. Last winter a storm felled many of them. Why?
The reason was that they did not have deep roots. As | walked through the ,fallen giants”
| could immediately see the similarity to the modern man. He has grown visibly, but his
spiritual roots are not developed and therefore at a slight provocation there are so many
problems.

To have outer peace we need to have inner peace. And to have inner peace, we need
to become spiritually deep. We have much to learn from the ancient scriptures and the
saints of India. There is a very nice and simple process how everyone can become spiritually
deep and access that reservoir inside which there is the source of unbounded peace - the
soul and its eternal relationship to Krishna.

This process involves three steps: 1. shravana - daily hearing of spiritual truth, 2. ma-
nana - reflection and meditation on these subjects and 3.

Vegetarianism and Ecology

Vegetarianism, meat industry and ecology are tightly interconnected influencing
each other a great deal.

Intervention of all available forces is essential to stop general destruction of the only
planet we have. Meat industry and meat-eating habits are greatly responsible for unneces-
sary waste of resources and general pollution in the world.

Thanks to meat industry one third of our planet surface is desertificated. Thanks to
fish industry more then a half of the world oceans are approaching the point of ecological
collapse

Meat-eating is connected with huge environmental problems, such as global heat-
ing, desertification, destruction of the rain forests and acid rains.

To provide larger fields for animal food growing, more then 90% of British lakes and
ponds have been dried out. Similar situation goes on all over the world.

e Within past 200 years in the USA solely 1/3 of primal surface layer has been destroyed
because of the cattle breeding. Trying to replace the pasture and cultivation land,
more then 100 hectares of forests have been destroyed and deforestation progress has
reached the speed of 0, 4 hectares per second.

e Animal population on the farms produces 550 tons of excrement each second, 20 times
more than the amount made by humans.

¢ In Germany and Netherlands there are 3 tons of deponeted liquid fertilizers per every
member of the population, altogether almost 200 million tons of material. In Nether-
lands, in region of Pel, 90% of trees died of the acid rains caused by pigs’ excrement.

e 85% of ammonium, nitrogen evaporation product, cause of forests extinction, is pro-
duced by cattle farms. Ammonium from animal excrement causes acid rains that exten-
sively destroy flora and fauna, damaging more then all cars and factories in the world
together. The amount of nitrogen and ammonium could possibly be regulated by re-
ducing the cattle farms, i.e. changing eating habits.

e Rain forests are chopped to provide a space for cattle pasture. An area as big as Belgium
is chopped in Central and South America each year.
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Since 1950 a half of the world rain forests have been destroyed. After 6 or 7 years of pas-
ture the soil can no longer support even the grass, dissembling into dust. The soil of rain
forests is very thin and lifeless therefore needing a protection of tree branches.

The Sahara desert used to be a green area and old Romans grew crops on it. All of it
vanished as the desert has been spreading, in some areas, even 320 km within 20 years.
The main reason is excessive pasture of goats, camels and cows. As the desert has been
spreading, herds of animals are migrating, literally eating everything in front of them.

Within 25 years 40% of the Amazon rain forests, our planet’s lungs, have been destroyed.
This magnificent wilderness provides more then a half of all known medicines. Many
rear or still undiscovered animal species have been migrating and disappearing as a
direct consequence of this ruthless behaviour.

When the soil becomes lifeless, great profitable industries, like wood and meat industry
just move to another location, cutting more trees, becoming richer and richer. Members
of the local tribes who live in the forests are forced to abandon their land, sometimes
even killed.

Each cow produces at least 60 | of methane per a day. Even the soil fertilizers increase
the effect of global heating producing nitric oxide, a gas 270 times more effectively ac-
cumulating heat then CO2.

Earth’s temperature is slowly increasing, melting the icebergs.

Antarctic’s temperature increased by 2, 5 oC within 50 years and 8000 km2 of underwa-
ter icebergs have disappeared.

Many countries experience shortage of water. But when breeding and slaughtering of
animals happen, we don't try to save them.

200 | of water is used to grow 1kg of wheat. 20.000 | of water is used to get 1 kg of
meat.

After the animals have been killed, the leaking blood flows directly to our rivers, pol-
luting them. All the waste and excrement produced by billions of animals flows to the
seas and rivers, causing excessive growth of different algas. Natural springs are not only
polluted, but have become insufficient. Meat industry is the main cause of environment
pollution.

In the USA, more then a half of water resources is used for cattle breeding. Meat industry
in the USA is causing the pollution equal to the amount made by entire industry and all
cities together. Cattle breeding is producing 10 times more pollution then inhabited and
3 times more pollution then industry areas.

50 % of water pollution in Europe is caused by massive cattle breeding. Nitrogen from
the fertilizers is absorbed by underground water springs in such a degree that some
mineral waters don't meet health criteria any more. Absorption of underground waters
for the purpose of cattle breeding increases water shortage even more.

Every 8 seconds 1 ral of land is destroyed to grow animal food.
Each person who becomes vegan saves directly 1 ral of the woods.

Unlike other economy sectors, meat industry is subvented by the government in almost
every country, because it isn't profitable enough.



e On the same peace of land used to produce 1 kg of meat, one can grow, within the same
period of time, 200 kg of potatoes or 160 kg of tomatoes. Instead of 50 kg of beaf one
can grow 1000 kg of cherries or 6000 kg of carrots or 4000 kg of apples.

¢ Imagine yourself in front of a plate containing V2 kg of beaf steak. Now imagine 45-50
persons in the same room holding empy plates. For the price of one steak, each empty
plate could be filled with a cup of boiled crop.

e Using the same peace of land necessary to feed one meat-eater, 20 vegetarians could
be provided with food.

e Washington, Oregon and California solely, spend 17 billions kw/h of electricity for cattle
breeding, amount of energy enough to lighten every house in the country for a month
and a half.

e Within a year, amount of fuel enough to drive a car for 6 months is spent to feed a meat
consuming family of four.

Influence of massive animal breeding to global heating process equals the influence
of car traffic. Considering destruction of woods for pasture and cattle food, transformation
of savannas into deserts, erosion, huge energy and water consumption, we can see that
every kilogram of meat we consume destroys and pollutes our planet in each and every
aspect.

If we really want to achieve a World Peace and continue our war
against the war, we to start with children

Peace as a category, in the world in general as well as in the modern world, has al-
ways been and still is one of those categories which decisively determine the quality of
everybody’s life, especially children’s. As such it has always influenced the mind of the most
progressive humanists during the entire history of the mankind and still is.

Mahatma Gandbhi is certainly one of the most famous Peace makers in the history of
the mankind to whose message the “Sri Swami Madhavananda world Peace Summit and
the message of Mahatma Gandhi”is partially dedicated to.

The massage of Mahatma Gandhi, which | used as the title of my own message, is so
beautiful and timeless that | want to quote it as a whole, together with his thoughts that
follow afterwards, and before | myself say something about the Peace that associates with
my professional activity in the field of protection of rights, interests and welfare of children,
including the protection from violence, what is at the same time the subject of my personal
interest.

Mahatma Gandhi says: ,If we really want to achieve a world peace and continue our
war against the war, we need to start with children. And if children are going to grow up in
their natural innocence, we will not need to bring the resolutions without the product, but
we will go from love to love, from peace to peace, until that peace and love for which the
whole world consciously or unconsciously yearning, spreads all over the Earth.”

Article 19 of the Convention of children’s rights regulates, among other, that countries
the members will undertake all necessary legislative, administrative, social and educational
measures to protect every single child from any kind of physical or psychical violence, any
lack of care or abandonment, any kind of violence or taking advantage, including the sex-
ual abuse.

Protecting measures, if necessary, must include the efficacious activities of introduc-
ing social program for helping the child and the people who take care of him or her, as
well as other forms of prevention and establishment, reports, implications, investigations,
proceeding and observation of a child abused and including the court, if necessary.

How could the modern world, including the Republic of Croatia, possibly come closer
to the ideals of the Convention of children’s rights, as well as to Mahatma Gandhi’s and
other well known peace maker’s messages? Today it is very popular to speak about the
holistic approach to the problems in any sense and the real answer to this question is: by
the holistic approach to the problem.

But, what is meant by this kind of approach when it is a question of Peace?

First of all, itisimportant to know that there is no society where Peace can be achieved
by trying to build isolated oases of non-violence. Besides, it is generally not possible, es-
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pecially today when we talk about “global village”, to create Peace so that it exists only in
some parts of the world.

Like we forgot we have been throught war as the form of violence and through priva-
tization as the form of economic violence. Violence is still significantly present in medium,
even in family, sport and other social fields in which it would be reasonably to expect to
find it the least.

But in fact, what is the Peace? How many really peaceful persons, those who are in
absolute Peace, first with themselves, then with others, and with the world in general, have
we ever seen in our lives? Are we really in Peace?

| do not mean the static Peace by that, of course, which would be a negation of life
itself, but truly dynamic Peace, Peace in its action, like the affirmation of life, no matter how
much contradictory it sounds.What should that Peace include? In accordance with the re-
quest of holistic approach mentioned before, the Peace should also include, besides physi-
cal level visible to everybody, emotional, mental, psychical, spiritual and social level.

When the lack of Peace is reflected on physical level, which is the most visible level,
very often the result is a brutal hurt of human beings, after which we always and again and
again remain deeply astonished.

Very often the victims are animals. Not long ago, for example, school kids baked baby
cats on a spit. Even after a long and very precise research and examination one remains
deeply shocked and suspected. Destructions and damaging of all kinds of common goods
happen very often, too.

Please, let me repeat, this is the physical level of the lack of Peace and that what is hid-
den as a background are the other levels mentioned before: emotional, mental, psychical
spiritual and social level.

Why is the concept of the child so significant in these problems? First of all, it is neces-
sary to mention that the concept of the child is a polysynaptic, more dimensional concept.
According to Children attorney Office, the child in the sense of Children attorney Law is
every person up to 18. However, when formal fences are removed, anybody at any age
can be a child. It means that to be a child does not mean an age category but the state of
consciousness.

What kind of state of consciousness is it? It is the state of a natural innocence about
which Mahatma Gandhi speaks about in his message. Why all this is so important to talk
about?

It is important because this way of understanding changes the perspective. We, so-
called grown-ups, consider that we need to teach our children in any sense, as well as in the
sense of non violence. We also consider we should protect our children from the violence.
This is partly true. The real truth is that children by their simple existing teach us about non
violence and protect us from it. Very often the problem is that we do miss enough natural
innocence to realize that.



Finally, | am going to quote one more Mahatma Gandhi’s Peace message: “There is no
way to the Peace. The Peace is the way by itself”

To postpone the Peace by saying that we are on the way to the Peace, means only to
postpone the Peace itself, because it speaks by itself about itself, there is no alternative. It
is necessary to start living this kind of reality. The time of postponing the Peace for some
better times must be behind us, because if we leave the Peace for tomorrow, tomorrow will
never come.

Because of that no alibi for postponing the Peace should be accepted.

| am sure that this Summit will contribute a great deal to this way of understanding the
Peace and | am expressing my admiration and gratefulness to Swami Maheshwarananda
for all his former contributions to the world Peace. For his humanitarian and spiritual work
for the welfare of the world Peace and ecology Swami Maheshwarananda was honoured
by Danica order with the figure of Katarina Zrinska by the President of Croatia.

Journalists in promotion of peace

JItis the nature and the advantage of strong people that they can bring out the crucial
questions and from a clear opinion about them. The weak always have to decide be-
tween alternatives that are not their won. Dietrich Bonhoffer”.

What could journalists do to promote Peace between different peoples and to avoid
conflicts could be competitively discussed between those who themselves have lived and
passed through fatal circumstances of transformation of an honorable profession, that
journalism is, into a patient servant of the master of a war and into a carrier of the most
brutal publicity full of very transparent jingoism, no tolerance and xenophobia.

The times of great truths which originated from the process of breakdown of the So-
cialistic Yugoslavia, are usually colored by an omnipresent cultural lie. It seems that small
peoples of Balkan have been creating this culture of the lie a long time since; they have
been accustomed to it and are still making it more solid. From the way of political and
media acting the lie has slowly grown into a war strategy, media has legalized it, and very
soon as a war strategy it was established as morally acceptable. That is why the lie should
be fought by the culture of the truth and justice and it should be done in the sense of the
quotation of a big martyr of the faith a protestant theologian and a victim of the terrible
Nazi regime, Dietrich Bonhoffer.

The language of heat has poisoned the landscape of media so much that in some
environments its decontamination has not finished yet and in some it has not even started
yet. The culture of the truth has to be opposed to the culture of the hate... It is neces-
sary to go back to the key principles of free journalism which give it opportunity to be an
inevitable factor in the creation of the democracy in a society, to be a corrector of the au-
thorities, incorruptible discoverer of social evils and to be an important means in the fight
against racism and xenophobia, prejudice and ideas created in advance, i.e. free journalism
should be capable to recognize the rights and to defend the dignity of the members of the
minorities.

Now the question is: How to transform the media, especially the electronic media,
into more important protagonists of the creation of more tolerant, more peaceful and
healthier societies?

The question of the Peace should not be left open by a journalist. He is always under
the pressure to face it. So, journalism is not a simple collecting of information. It is a critical
questioning or the reality. The test of every truth, as well as of the truth of journalism lies,
as Heideger said, “Only in loyalty to oneself” A journalist, in Peace and in respect for life and
in the truth of every being, serves to the truth...
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Multi-faith for Peace and Sustainable Development

The present day civilization and specially after the new industrial revolution and after
globalisation, a new era of consumerism have set in where it is thought that by taking loan
or by hook and crook use as much materialistic comforts as you can what ever may be the
results This has increased the level of competition and people are working overtime to
earn and accumulate more and more materialistic means ignoring all principles of equity,
justice and fairplay foreplay. This has resulted in diseases like high blood pressure, tension,
obesity and other diseases associated with lack of physical activity. These problems have
brought in a vast empire of medicines and professionals who are interested in perpetually
keeping vast population under treatment procedures.

Preferences toward sports of students at the
Faculty of Philosophy

Vesna Alikalfi¢, BEd.,Faculty of
Philosophy, University of Zagreb, Croatia and Faculty of Natural Science, University of
Zagreb, Croatia

Physical and health culture is a core course on the 1st and 2nd years of undergradu-
ate program (Art.148 of the Statute of the University of Zagreb, 1997) established by the
Law on Universities. Article 68 in the Constitution of the Republic of Croatia states that
.State endorses and encourages care of physical culture and sport”. Part of the article 128
in the Constitution of the Republic of Croatia refers to the needs and interests of citizens,
and physical culture and sport.

Student population is specific due to its diverse anthropological characteristics. Stu-
dents have various initial motoric skills as well as motoric and functional capabilities. Their
attitude towards physical activities, health, acquired habits and world in general fits a wide
spectrum.

A purpose and goal of physical and health culture is an adoption of certain set of
motoric information and skills necessary for effective maintenance and improvement of
health, to organize more comprised free time and resolving everyday motoric tasks.

It is established that aptitudes are forged and directed from an early childhood. An
adequate offer of sports is an important factor that enables participation in beneficial
physical activities. An appropriate guidance of interest towards any sport activity demon-
strates that any individual can achieve personally significant results.

In order to make physical education class more attractive and effective we strive to
pay attention to opinions of students and to introduce new programs such as aerobics,
yoga, dance ...

Positive response of students to such improvements is reflected in more frequent and
numerous participation in class activities.
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The survey was conducted during on a sample of 2681 students (2206 female and
475 male) during the academic year of 2001/2002.

The survey addresses preferences of students towards 62 sports through the scale of
behavioural aims.

Every student has ranked a sport on the scale with five levels. Mark 5 represents a
sport in which a student would definitely like to participate if there is a possibility; mark 1
determines a sport in which a student would never and under no conditions participate.

In processing of data we applied standard methods of descriptive and inferential sta-
tistics.

The survey shows that there are no major differences in preferences towards sports
from the 1st to the 4th year of studies within the same gender. Female and male students
mostly represent homogenous groups in respect to the classification of the most and the
least attractive sports. In other words the most significant difference in sports preferences
is based on a gender difference. The elementary need for movement, expression, socializa-
tion and creativity in sport is different between male and female students.

Today the entire student body is significantly controlled by current social, economi-
cal and cultural environment, and such will exert governing influence of the characteristics
of future society. In this context students at the Faculty of Philosophy are also exposed to
extensive physical and mental demands.

Therefore kinesiology and health culture (physical education) is very important for
development of every individual and at the same time it is most likely the final stage of ac-
tive sports activities in their education. Considering the fact that interest towards physical
activities of students at the Faculty of Philosophy depends on possibility and conditions
for a particular activity it is required to survey and monitor current state as well as plan for
the future activities.

All these questions are forced upon us as globalization is spreading rapidly by new
technologies and means of communication. Is globalization unstoppable? And would
stopping it be desirable?

When after World War II, before and after Hiroshima, with general destruction on the
horizon, we pleaded for a united world; the present globalization was not what we had in
mind.

After pacific movements sounded the alarm for decades in vain, we have increasingly
focused on the obstacles preventing the fulfilment of an essential goal of today. It is appar-
ent that the arms race and the fight for domination are being deepened by the anachronis-
tic global structure of government, which is alienated from the people, irrational and firmly
entrenched in its position.

In the mid seventies, | was glad to accept the decision of the State of Pennsylvania
on the occasion of America’s two hundred years of independence, to have a few known
pacifists amend the Philadelphia Declaration of Independence of 1776 in view of topical
contemporary issues. The famous declaration, drafted by Thomas Jefferson and Benjamin
Franklin in the spirit of enlightenment, became the Constitution of the USA, pointing out
the natural right of man to life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness.

The pacifist bard, Philip Noel-Baker, Eva and Linus Pauling, the only living two-times
Nobel Prize winner for peace and chemistry, Aurelio Peccei, president of the Roman Club,
author Sophia Wadia and Ivan Supek met in the late fall of 1974 in Dubrovnik. Our job was
to give a diagnosis of the contemporary world and a projection of a human future.

Surely these analyses of the pres-
ent state and the drafts of a more fortunate future were the most consistent documents
ever produced by a pacifist movement.

Ten humanistic principles which | advocated since the end of the WW Il were unani-
mously accepted. | would just like to list them as a reminder for any responsible human
individual:

(1) Respecting the past and preserving life,

(2) Affirming human equiality,

(3) Affirming human liberty,

(4) Extending solidarity to all people,

(5) Searching for truth and respecting the principle of tolerance,
(6) Governing progress to general benefit,

(7) Nurturing Beauty and the Arts,

(8) Raising Law into Justice,

(9) Promoting World Unity,

(10) Being good.

Do we need nowadays anything more than what was said above? | have nothing
more to add.

Security and justice - conditions for Peace

Damir Kusen was born in Zagreb in 1963. He joined the Croatian Ministry of Foreign
Affairs in early 1992, serving four years in London and four years in Washington, DC.
In July 2004 he was appointed as the Assistant Minister for European Union and NATO.
He graduated and postgraduated Psychology at the Zagreb University and received the
MA degree in Diplomatic Studies from the Westminster University in London, and PhD
in International Relations from the King’s College London. He is married and has one
daughter.

The Republic of Croatia strongly supports all of the necessary UN reforms designed
to lead to the implementation of the Millennium development goals. We are strongly com-
mitted to strengthening the multilateral, collective-security system based on international
law, the principles and provisions of the UN Charter, and other relevant documents, includ-
ing the Millennium Declaration. We firmly support the initiative of establishing a Peace
Building Commission, and offer our active participation in defining its mission, structure,
composition, and relations with other UN bodies and institutions. Croatia advocates for
strengthening of the OHCHR and the establishment of a Human Rights Council capable of
effectively addressing human rights violations. As a country with extensive experience in
post-conflict reconstruction and reconciliation, Croatia is well situated to actively contrib-
ute to both new initiatives.

The basic principle of the Millennium Declaration is that there is no alternative to
peace. Individuals are challenged by the tragic revelation that the history of humankind
is marked by overwhelming human tragedies, conflicts and war. Even a cursory reading of
history, whether ancient and modern, evidences numerous occasions where the wellbe-
ing and interests of peoples or nations were subjugated to certain narrow political inter-
ests, and decisions that were a result of political or ideological expediency rather then by
principles of basic freedom, democracy, and humanity. The tragic lessons learnt from the
apocalyptic events of the twentieth-century that resulted in an enormous destruction of
human life, the Holocaust, and inhumanity of global proportions, finally gave impetus to a
new multilateral approach to preserving global peace and the prevention of new conflicts.
In this light, the United Nations, European Union, Council of Europe, OSCE, NATO, and nu-
merous other regional initiatives, intergovernmental organizations, and NGOs have been
established primarily with the aim of propagating peace, cooperation, and partnership as
common values and shared goals.

In the early post-Cold War period, the international community was challenged by
the collapse of states, interethnic warfare, and an absence of the rule of law. The structures
and institutions of the cold-war era dealt primarily with these issues, and issues tangential
to the maintenance of international peace and security. While the debate about the suc-
cesses and failures of such institutions to effectively deal with global problems remain a
topic for academic debate, it has become increasingly clear that cold-war structures need
to be retooled to deal with the newest security challenges which have come to the surface
at the close of the twentieth-century. The newest global security challenges are directed
more against common values of civilized states, and as such, against international law it-



self. This criminal network seeks to destroy the very fiber of international relations through
a campaign of violence and terrorism. Thus, terrorism represents a continuation of war “by
other means”but also with other goals. With its enormous destructive potential, terrorism’s
destabilizing effects cannot be overstated, particularly in a global system which has be-
come increasingly interconnected, and where shocks in one part of the world are transmit-
ted almost instantaneously between continents and states, whether by news agencies or
stock markets. The dangers represented by the potential misuse of the weapons of mass
destruction against civilian population by some terrorist groups must be effectively and
immediately eliminated. The Nuclear Non-Proliferation Treaty must be considered as an
irreplaceable instrument of the nuclear weapons control by the international community,
while acts of terrorism resulting in numerous civilian casualties should be legally consid-
ered as acts against humanity. These are but a few ideas about strengthening measures to
mitigate against potential damage caused by international terrorism, and the first steps
toward effectively reigning in individuals and organizations that threaten international
peace and stability.

Finally, we must acknowledge that violence and aggression is, after all, imposed by
individuals who simply ignore the principal values of humanity. The respect for humanity
and individual rights need not be a top-down process which “bestows” the blessings of
peace upon people form above. To truly promote global peace, individuals and communi-
ties must find it first within themselves and seek to share it with our friends, neighbors, and
all others. The road to a true and lasting peace begins with respect and tolerance among
people at all levels and segments of society. At the very core of the problem is ignorance
and fear. Ignorance of other cultures and their mindset breeds insecurity and fear, and that
in turn becomes fertile ground for anti-social and destructive forces to become entrenched
and ultimately institutionalized. In this way, the battle against ignorance takes on height-
ened importance in the field of security, and an open and honest discussion of problems
and concerns would go a long way to helping to promote peace. A global information
campaign that promotes dialogue between cultures and nations would be a solid step
toward alleviating tensions. This is a principle priority of our civilization and humankind.
Global peaceis not an abstraction. It lies in our hands, but also in our heads and our hearts. |
would say that it is a“triple h” responsibility. All individuals must act, be determined in their
commitments, and feel that their efforts contribute to a common vision of global peace.

We can find it in schools, pre-schools, sport centers, spas (e.g. it has been
practiced for 25 years in the famous spa Resort of Piestany, Slovakia), rehabilitation centers,
cultural centers, private clubs etc. The system has proven to be significantly beneficial for both
rehabilitation and preventive health measures, such as problems of the vegetative nervous
system, stress-induced illness, psycho-somatic illness, sleep disorders, cardiovascular disease
and other functional ilinesses. The practices are led by yoga teachers who pass an examination
after several years of practicing and training.

In 1990, the foundation of ,International Sri Deep Madhavananda Ashram Fellowship”
was initiated, in order to unite all associations of ,Yoga in Daily Life". This fellowship is the um-
brella organization of ,Yoga in Daily Life”. It is a non-profit organization seated in Vienna in Aus-
tria and it has initiated numerous humanitarian projects, like the relief for the victims of dev-
astating cyclone in Orissa ( India ) and the victims of tsunami in 2004.

»Yoga in Daily Life” in Croatia

Approximately 10% of Croatian population was familiarized with ,Yoga in Daily Life” in
the last 20 years. Nowadays people can practice this system in all bigger Croatian towns. Yoga
classes are led by more than 50 yoga-teachers with an international certificate gained after
years of education and taking of the certificate exam.

.Yoga in Daily Life” has been incorporated as part of the physical training into the Faculty
of Philosophy in Zagreb ever since 1996. Two years later, also on the College of Food Science
and Biotechnology and the College of Textile and Chemical Engineering.

The association has experience with run-
ning many different programs like Yoga for diabetics (since 1997), Yoga against stress (1999).
All programs are run by specially educated yoga teachers who are teachers, pedagogues, psy-
chologists or medical staff by profession. Yoga teachers co-operate very successfully with dif-
ferent institutions on some researches. In cooperation with Clinical Hospital Center,,Srebrnjak”
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research on influence of yoga exercises on children with asthma problems was initiated and
some researches like research on influence of yoga against high blood pressure and yoga for
healthy heart are in preparation.

.Yoga in Daily Life” does not teach only physical and mental relaxation, gaining health
and spiritual progress, but also conscious and active coexistence with other living beings. Its
members have organized and taken part in numerous humanitarian actions throughout Croa-
tia. The founder of the system, H. H. Paramhans Swami Maheshwarananda, is a regular guest
in Croatia. He donated the profit from his lectures to the Association of the deaf and the blind,
and to the people with cerebral palsy and infant paralysis. All the Croatian associations of “Yoga
in Daily Life” are united in the,,Croatian Union of Yoga in Daily Life". They are also creators of the

Within the center, for the last 3 years, ,Sri Vishwa Deep Gurukul” school is active, currently
housing 400 pupils from kindergarten age until 9th grade. Rajasthan government agnowledged
this school, which is financed by donations from the whole world, so the pupils are mostly educated
free of charge. Project,Gyan Putra” also concerns children - scholarships for poor children, which
covers 250 children since 1998.

Project,Om Sri Deveshwar Mahadev Gosala” covers huge refuge for abandoned and ill ani-
mals, and it provides veterinarian care for hundreds of old, wondering, ill animals.

One of the main projects in the Center is,,Rainwater Harvesting’, building of large artificial lake
for rainwater collection in area of the World exceptionally affected by drought.,,Swami Madhavana-
nda Sarowar” was build in 2003, and this project was accepted on ,World Summit on Sustainable
Development”in Johannesburg as pilot-project for solving water problems in drought affected ar-
eas of the world. Within this project vehicles of the Center are used during drought to deliver water
to people within the area as large as 60 km in radius.

Center has also long-term forrestification project, where until today over 200 000 trees were
successfully planted in this desert area. Organic farm has the task to become role-model to the local
community, because local farmers use pesticides in big amount. The research is in progress aimed
to produce natural pesticides from local neem trees.

Building of naturopathic and allopathic hospital started in the year 2002, and until it's' finish,
the Center will continue to provide the service of free mobile ambulance to the surrounding area.

Central building in the center is OM Ashram, building of remarkable size, being build in the
shape of divine syllable OM, and will be visible from the outer-space, as the largest OM symbol on
the Earth.

All the projects in the Center employ international experts’ teams, guided by H. H. Param-
hans Swami Maheshwarananda, who hosts there many respected guests from the entire world.
